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	Trademark Program Membership Guidelines


A business or product may be accepted into the Simply Kansas trademark program by meeting one or more of the guidelines as outlined below. The application review committee reserves the right to use its own discretion when approving and denying applicants.
Grower/Producer category:

· 75 percent of the product’s processing, packaging or manufacturing is done in Kansas and
· 75 percent of the product’s packaging materials are acquired from Kansas and
· 75 percent of the product’s design and development occurs in Kansas.
· Product’s raw materials are grown in Kansas, when possible.

· Product’s raw materials are acquired from Kansas, when available.

· Plant and plant products must have spent at least 50 percent of crop time prior to sale in Kansas.

· All products and businesses are in good standing and meet standards set forth by the appropriate regulating authorities (i.e., KS Dept. of Health & Environment, KS Dept. of Agriculture, KS Dept. of Revenue, etc.).

Artisan/Crafts category

· Product’s raw materials are acquired from Kansas, when available. 

· Product’s design and development occurs in Kansas.

· Product’s processing, manufacturing or craftsmanship is done in Kansas.

· Each product must be original, handcrafted and not mass-produced.

· Business is in good standing and meets standards set forth by the appropriate regulating authorities (i.e., KS Dept. of Health & Environment, KS Dept. of Agriculture, KS Dept. of Revenue, etc.).

Vendor/Retail category

· Business has dedicated space for Simply Kansas products with appropriate signage featuring the Simply Kansas trademark.  

· Uses Simply Kansas products in their marketing and advertising.

· Business carries at least three (3) Simply Kansas products.

· Business is in good standing and meets standards set forth by the appropriate regulating authorities (i.e., KS Dept. of Health & Environment, KS Dept. of Agriculture, KS Dept. of Revenue, etc.).
